   The New Year, has brought many opportunities for us.  
We have kicked off our heavy teaching season with  
Purim and Pesach (Passover).  This tremendous opportu-
nity reaches out to those not knowing Yeshua or  
understanding the mighty Hebraic Root we as believers 
have been grafted into. 
      
   The Prison and Evangelism season is also getting an 
early start.  As of now, we have many potential Prison 
events on the schedule.  (For details see the Prison  
Ministry section.)  We are hoping to encourage more 
CBHM members to go with us this year, as the “fields are 
truly ripe for the harvest, but the workers are few”. 

   Financially, Adonai is providing.  YHM continues to  
support CBHM, accounting for approximately 25% of 
funding.   
 
   Year-end tax receipts have been mailed.  Fiscal year 
end results are complete and attached for final review. 
 
   The Board of Directors was expanded to 7 members.  
All 3 existing Board members were reelected, and 4 new 
members were added: Rev. Robert Brooks, Rev. Jason 
Moore, Christina Bindas, and Verner Free (CPA).   
Christina has since resigned.  2 of the 6 Board members 
are Congregation members at CBHM.

     Congregation Beth Ha’Mashiach (CBHM) has  
relocated to a new facility, East Gate Fellowship,  
celebrated the Days of Awe (Yom Toruah through Yom 
Kippur), Succot, and ended the year with Hanukkah 
(Feast of Dedication).  Attendance has grown steadily, 
averaging 56 per service.  High attendance was Succot 
with 77 attending!  We are now totally independent as a 
Congregation.  We have also ordained our Messianic 
Minister and have a primary membership of almost 60 

people.  On the financial side, Adonai has provided with 
the congregation giving between $2000–2600 per 
month.  Service costs have increased to an average of  
$2400 per month. 
     Services are 8 pm Friday evening, with Saturday (11 
am) and Monday (7 pm)  services scheduled to begin  
after Pesach.
